SHAH BROTHERS Vs. CHANDRAJI SHARMA AND OTHERS

Facts of dispute:-

Jodhpur Development Authority issued a notice with respect to
holding a pu/blic auction of plots in Development Complex, Chokha
Road, ]odhpur.The auction was to take place on March 15, 2021.The
appellant bid the highest in the auction and the bidding amount was
25,10,000.- The aforesaid bid was accepted and the appellant was
asked to deposit bidding amount and Submif a relevant stamp for
the execution of lease deed by a rightful authority. However, the
appellant did not deposit amount and submit paper before
prescribed date. Because of this error, the initially deposited
premium of rupees 6,27,500/- was confiscated. Resultantly, the

appellant challenged the order of confiscation and requested
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~ Jodhpur Development Agthority to get the matter expedited by an
arbitrator under Section 21 of Arbitration Act. MeanWhile, the State
Government transferred the Development Complex Scheme but this
request had been accepted. On June 8, 2022, Shri G.S. Sudarshan,
who was a retired .A.S., was appointed arbitrator Who paased an
award in favour of the appellant in this respect. Then, Respondent
no.1, considering this decision a severe loss, filed an appeal in
Rajasthan High Court and the Court repealed this award. The
offended appellant, then, filed a Public Interest Litigation in the
bench of Rajasthan High Court under Article 226 of Indian

Constitution.
